This partnership was set up to 

share industry expertise and to involve worldwide 

customers and employees in fundraising activities for 

school meals programs. Another partnership an-

nounced at the launch was with ACATECH, 

the German Academy of Science and Engineering, to 

identify and develop innovative solutions.  

The WFP Accelerator invites the private sector, civil 

society and WFP staff with innovative ideas to tackle 

humanitarian and development challenges together. 

The accelerator is bringing together cross-industry 

expertise and resources to design and test innovations 

quickly in a supportive space. Activities include 

bootcamps and sprint programs to support rapid test-

ing and prototyping. 

There are already examples of projects developed by 

the Innovation Accelerator since it began to work last 

year.

- ShareTheMeal is a smartphone app that enables 

users to "share their meal" with hungry children – 

with just a tap.

Current-

ly, ShareTheMeal is fundraising for Syrian children 

who have fled with their families to Lebanon. Since 

the launch in 2015, around 500,000 users world-

wide have provided more than 5.6 million meals.
